Jean “Jeano” Ticarro passed away on August 12, 2021, at the age of 74, in Robbinsdale,
MN. He is survived by his wife of 55 years, Le Hoa, and their four children: Charles (Thien
Ly), Caroline, Christian (Jodi) and Christophe “Duppy”. Jeano was the proud grandfather to
seven grandchildren: Natalie, Cassidie, Hanna, Liam, Joey, Lydia, and Clark.

Jeano was born on October 14, 1946 in Phnom Penh, Cambodia. He moved to S. Vietnam
in 1958 and attended the Catholic French boarding school Ecole Taberd while in Saigon,



and later the College D'Adran High School in Pa Lat.

Following high school, Jeano went to University in Saigon to study philosophy and met his
wife while tutoring. They married in December 1965. Jeano spoke three languages
fluently: French, Viethamese, and English. With these skills, he started working as a
translator/interpreter for the U.S. military. He worked with the US until the American
troops pulled out of Vietnam on March 29, 1973. In the Spring of 1974, he went to
culinary school in Paris to start a new life for his family and learned how to be a pastry
chef.

In Spring 1975, fearing the fall of Saigon was coming, Jeano returned to S. Vietnam. He
collected his family and fled S. VietNam on April 28, 1975.

After arriving in the USA, Jeano’s strong military experience and leadership ability were
transferable skillsets that allowed him the flexibility to pursue a multitude of jobs
including: a security officer, factory line worker, collegiate Professor, and eventually
settling as Chef/Culinary Consultant in the Twin Cities. One of his many highlights was as
Executive Chef at Edinburgh USA. It was here that he mentored and touched so many
lives with his work ethic, humor, and pure love.

Jeano was famous around his kitchen staff for singing Guns & Roses songs and the funny
phrases he coined. A couple were: “puppy chow” which meant garbage and “Cheese and
Rice”, which he would use instead of using the Lord’s name in vain. His team catered
multiple LPGA tournaments, weddings, and banquets before he moved on to the
Chanhassen Dinner Theater, where he served as Executive Chef. It was at this theatre
that he made his acting debut in the production of “South Pacific”. As a Chef, Jeano held
some of the highest accolades in Minnesota and was regarded as a Professional Chef at:
the Amfac Hotels, La Tatour, Aramark Catering, to name just a few. He also was
instrumental in opening all the OutRigger Hotels’ restaurants in Hawaii, as well as
multiple restaurants throughout the country.

An avid soccer (football) enthusiast, Jeano had a love for the sport since he was a young
boy in Cambodia. Playing for his high school in S. VietNam, he later enjoyed watching his
three sons and all of his seven grandchildren playing. A devoted husband, he loved to
travel with his wife. Jeano enjoyed visiting, and of course eating with family and friends in
France, Vietnam, Alaska and every corner of the USA. A hopeless romantic, he always
gave flowers, cooked dinner, and watched old movies at home with his “Chérie”. His
“larger-than-life” personality made him the perfect grandfather, no matter the age. Jeano
worked hard and he played hard. He loved to talk and talk and talk, usually about 1000
different things, all in the same conversation. He has touched so many lives and will be
remembered and honored forever.

Because of the current COVID19 pandemic, a memorial gathering has been postponed
until a safer date, to be announced later.
