Dorthea spent most of her childhood in Fort Dodge, lowa. She loved school and two of her
favorite high school subjects were Latin and Orchestra where she played the violin. When
her parents moved to Duluth, she joined them and she recalled many happy times living
the country life and going to country school.

Wanting to graduate with her lowa class (and maybe missing a handsome young man),
she returned to Fort Dodge where she graduated and shortly after married Marion James.
They were hard workers and built a home and family. They were very active in their little
church where Dorthea began her lifelong service to her Lord by using her beautiful voice
in singing in the choir, singing solos and duets. She also taught classes in Sunday school
and Bible school, often taking the leadership role. Their marriage was blessed with four
children: Marion James Jr., Marilee (James) Taylor, Paul (WandalLee) James, and Joel (Patty)
James.
